Dear Parents,

Each of us is very aware how directly student behavior is related to student achievement.  In recent days teachers have expressed to me a noticeable decline in both student behavior and achievement.  The fifth grade students have used both words and actions toward one another which are unkind, impolite, and hurtful.  Good manners are expected from everyone.  Good manners help us do our best and be well liked by others.  They are the keys to excellence at Carnegie.

Teachers are still taking grades, and the Tulsa Public Schools Code of Student conduct will still be enforced.
