Dear Parents,


Today, we had a wonderful assembly, which was the kick off for this year’s Principal’s Reading Challenge.  This year’s theme is “Let’s go Banana’s over Books.”  Our students have been challenged to read 7,000 books by March.   Leading researcher Steven Krashen has stated that the more children read, the greater their chances are for success in school.  Please encourage your children to read at home as much as possible: it will help pave a way for a brighter future. 


Thank you to our parent volunteers who continue to help with the myriad of tasks required to help us open a new school year, especially cafeteria and playground supervision.  We continue to be grateful for the many ways in which the Carnegie community supports our staff and program!


We had a smooth beginning to school.  Our enrollment is 464 students.  I want to emphasize that ALL SCHEDULES AND CLASS ASSIGNMENTS ARE TENTATIVE until we know our exact enrollment by grade level.  As we know more about any possible changes, I will send a special principal’s bulletin home with students who might be affected.  I thank you for your help and cooperation during this initial “settling in” period.

We will do our best to implement any necessary class modifications as smoothly as possible.  We expect final decisions to be made by the District toward the end of next week.

The PTA Unit Meeting will be at 7:30-8:00 in the gym; 6:45-7:30 will be for all Kindergarten in the cafeteria, 7:00-7:30 will be set aside for 1st and 2nd Grade parents to visit the classrooms and “Meet the Teacher”, 8:00-8:30 will be set aside for 3rd through 5th Grade parents.  Fifth grade parents will have a planning meeting in the cafeteria at 8:30.

Teachers are not available to supervise children before 7:30 a.m.  Please help us provide for your children’s safety by making sure your child does not arrive before 7:30 a.m.  Children who arrive at 7:30 will need to report to the cafeteria until they are dismissed to class at 7:50 a.m.  All children must be picked up from school by 3:00 p.m.

Parents are responsible for their children before and after school hours.  Parents must make appropriate arrangements for their children before and after school.  Children are not allowed to play on the playground or school grounds before or after school.  No supervision is provided.  If your child walks home please remind them to go straight home after school.   Every child should have a “My Way Home” sheet on file with their record room teacher.

In the interest of your child’s safety, all outside doors will be locked, from the outside, during the school day.  Please enter the building through the front doors.  We appreciate your help in maintaining a secure perimeter around the outside of our building.  It takes each of us working together to maintain a safe and secure environment for our children.  Parents who wait for their children to be dismissed at the end of the school day, may wait in the main entrance of the front hall.  No parent should be waiting outside a classroom, as teachers walk their classes to the front.  Please keep the halls clear for teachers to promptly and efficiently dismiss their students at the end of the day.


Children are not to leave the school grounds during the day without permission from the office.  Parents who need to take a child from class during the school day MUST first report to the office, sign their child out and the office will call for the child.  Teachers are instructed, as a safety measure, never to release a child from class without permission from the office.  It is the policy of the Tulsa Public Schools never to release a child to an unknown person (identification may be requested).


Your child was given a Carnegie Student Handbook, and a Tulsa Public Schools Code of Student Conduct.  Students were instructed to share these with their parents.  We ask that parents assist us with good manners and good school behaviors.  Please take time to review each of these with your child.  Thank you.
