Students participating in 3 of these events will qualify for a Spring Triple Crown Award.  You can get a run entry form from Ms. de Verges or from our school website, www.tulsaschools.org/schools/carnegie , click on the new PE link.  All entry forms and fees need to be turned into Ms. de Verges by the due dates.  The only run form that will NOT be collected at school is the K9k Race. You will need to take those entries to Fleet Feet (in Kingspoint Village) to register and pick up your race packet.
Kindergarten Round-Up will be March 31st-April 4th.  This is pre-enrollment for kindergarten students who have approved transfers and also those kindergarten students who live in the Carnegie attendance area.  To begin kindergarten next year, a child must be five years of age by September 1, 2008.  Please call the Carnegie office (833-9440) for an appointment to enroll.  A copy of the child’s birth certificate, immunization record, social security card, and proof of residency needs to be presented when enrolling your child.  Please share this information with neighbors or friends who live in our Carnegie attendance area.  We need to pre-enroll all kindergarten students in our attendance area as soon as possible to help us estimate our enrollment for next year.  Thank you.
