Dear Parents,


Welcome back to another great school year.  It just seems like there is order in the world when the big yellow buses begin rolling again…and the newspaper is full of “Back to School” ads.

We hope your child had a wonderful first day.  All teachers have made careful plans to make this first week a memorable one for our children.  All teachers at each grade level will be getting acquainted with all the children this week so that the children will, hopefully, view all members of their grade level team as helpful adults who will be working with them this year.


We had a smooth beginning.  Our actual student enrollment as of today is 473. We anticipate additional fluctuation in student enrollment through the first ten days of school.  I want to emphasize that all schedules and class assignments are tentative until we know our enrollment at each grade level.

Please remember that children are very flexible and resilient if we convey to them that making changes is a normal part of life. Our faculty also appreciated the lovely “back-to-school” luncheon served by our PTA.  We continue to be grateful for the many ways in which the Carnegie community supports our staff and program!

We encourage students to buy a weekly lunch ticket on Monday morning before class.  Sedhexo Food Service is employed by the school district to operate Child Nutrition Services. 


The Federal School Lunch Program is available to students who qualify.  Each child will be bringing an application form, which should be completed and returned to school if you think your child may qualify for the program.  Under the program a qualified child may receive meals at no cost or on a reduced cost plan.


Your child was given a Carnegie Student Handbook, and a Tulsa Public Schools Code of Student Conduct today.  Students were instructed to share these with their parents.  We ask that parents assist us with good manners and good school behaviors.  Please take time to review each of these with your child.  Please sign the tear-off on the last page of this bulletin.  Have your child return it to his/her record room teacher.  Thank you.


Occasionally, an outside organization requests permission to take pictures of children at school.  Sometimes it is determined that parental permission should be given prior to such activity.  A Talent Release Form has been prepared for this purpose.  The following suggestions may assist in making decisions:

· It is permissible for news photographers to take general pictures of any child in the building, grounds, and “examples” of regular classrooms.

· Specific parental permission must be acquired for taking pictures of a child in a special education class.

· Pictures and/or interviews, in which a child is identified, require parental permission.

· Pictures may be permitted of regular school programs such as plays and assemblies, etc., with no permission required.

· Any picture, which is to be used for commercial purpose, requires a special form, “Model’s Release.”

STUDENT INSURANCE


Your child brought home an insurance envelope today.  Please complete the necessary information and return to school.  We will forward to the Education Service Center.  The Tulsa Public Schools does not carry any kind of insurance on your child.

STUDENT ENROLLMENT CARD


If your child is injured or becomes ill at school, every reasonable effort will be made to care for him/her.  Should it be necessary to make any changes to your child’s enrollment (ie. The telephone number where you, a relative, or neighbor, can be reached during the school day) you will need to complete a new enrollment form.  These are available in the main office.  Please keep these emergency numbers updated throughout the school year.
HOME LANGUAGE SURVEY

Attached to this letter is the 2007-2008 Home Language Survey for K-12 School Districts.  This form is required by the State.  Each child must have a completed form on file with the school.  Please complete and return the form to your child’s record room teacher.
GIFTED AND TALENTED PROGRAM


Every child in Tulsa Public Schools who shows evidence of high performance capability in areas such as intellectual, creative, artistic, or leadership capacity, or in specific academic areas and who requires learning opportunities or experiences not ordinarily provided by the school in order to fully develop such capabilities, is eligible for nomination and referral for participation in the Gifted and Talented program.  This is an attempt to locate those children in order to assist in providing these services.  If you are aware of a gifted or talented child in need of differentiated instruction, please contact the teacher for Gifted and Talented to initiate the identification process.

SPECIAL NEEDS ANNOUNCEMENT


Every child with special needs has a right, by law (P.L. 94-142), to a free and appropriate education.  This includes children and adults (0-21 years) with any type of physical, mental, emotional, or learning handicap.  This is an attempt to locate these children in order to assist in providing the services to which they are entitled. HOT WEATHER SAFETY POLICY


This district policy includes monitoring the Heat Index, a measurement devised by the National Weather Service that measures how hot it feels due to a combination of the relative humidity and the temperature of the air.  Schools are advised by e-mail when precautions are to be taken.
Normal school activities are permitted when the Heat Index is below 90 degrees.


With a Heat Index of 90 to 104 degrees (for example, a temperature of 94 with 45 percent relative humidity would equal a Heat Index of 100), students may be allowed outside for short periods, but strenuous physical activity will not be allowed, and frequent water breaks are encouraged.  High school physical activities and practices must comply with Oklahoma Secondary School Activities Association guidelines.


When the Heat Index reaches 105 or above, strict limitations are imposed.  Students will not be allowed on playgrounds, field trips in un-airconditioned buses should be cancelled, students will be given frequent water breaks (whether thirsty or not), doors are to remain closed as much as possible and should a classroom experience cooling problems, students will be moved to cooler areas of the school.
