Happy New Year and New Semester from the Counseling office.

Students should be settled into their new schedules and ready for a great second semester. Report cards will
go out the week of January 12, so look for those. It is imperative that all students work hard and do their
personal best so grades will be reflective of their effort. Freshmen and Sophomores need to remember that in
order to attend the future college of their choice, grades do matter. Homework needs to be completed and
preparation for tests needs to be a priority.

Seniors — transcripts with official rank for first semester will be ready the week of January 19. If mid-year
reports are needed for your colleges, see your counselor with the proper paperwork. FAFSA needs to be
completed ASAP, which means as soon as you and your parents have W-2’s and all necessary tax information.
Watch your deadlines for all college applications and appropriate financial paperwork. Enjoy this semester,
but continue to work hard until the end. If a student did not pass a class needed for graduation, first semester,
see your counselor for a card for credit recovery, night school, or Saturday school.

Juniors — register for the ACT/and or SAT. All juniors should complete the ACT/SAT at least once before
this year is complete. No junior should complete this year without completing these tests. Work on your
college search. TU, OSU and OU generally come to talk with juniors regarding college applications for next
year. Watch for the TCC date to explain the Tulsa Achieves program.

Sophomores and Freshmen — if eligible, sign up for OHLAP (www.okpromise.org). Maintain good grades.
Communicate with teachers and let them assist you if you are experiencing difficulty in any particular class.
The counselors are here to assist both students and parents. Feel free to contact us in regard to your student.
Coming up soon will be planning for next year’s schedule. If you would like to talk with your student’s
counselor about this, please schedule an appointment. Parents, students, teachers and counselors working
together help students achieve success.
