MAY 2008 IB DIPLOMA RESULTS 
 

 
 

Booker T. Washington High School is pleased to announce that 45 members of the Class of 2008 completed 
all of the requirements for the IB Diploma and sat for the exams in May.  Of those students, 23 students 
(denoted by *) earned sufficient points to receive the IB Diploma.  The IB Diploma Program offers students 
access to a curriculum of world-class standards.  Students in the IB Diploma Program must show commitment 
to their education in at least five subject areas across the curriculum (English, World Language, Social 
Sciences, Experimental Sciences, Math, and an elective).  In addition to the required coursework, all diploma 
students complete an interdisciplinary course called Theory of Knowledge, write an Extended Essay with 
original research and participate in 150 hours of CAS (creativity, action, service).

369 exams were administered in May 2007. 
220 of those exams received passing marks. 
45 BTW seniors completed all requirements of the IB Diploma Program. 
23 BTW seniors were awarded the IB Diploma.   
BTW will receive $22,200 from the Oklahoma State Department of Education for the passing marks.
